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There are many “green” ways to save on monthly energy bills. Some of them involve things like
insulation, weather stripping, and caulking. Some of them are more costly. In this newsletter, we will
share many ways to reduce your use of energy; this month we will focus on an idea that co-exists
beautifully with Feng Shui.

As many of you understand, Feng Shui takes direction into account when locating the perfect building
site. A particular school of Feng Shui uses the compass and directions. So, | thought this would be a
great Green Tip.

In the northern hemisphere, the angle of the sun in the summer and winter and its intensity should be
taken into account. Pick the wrong direction and your home may heat up too much in the summer and
not enough in the winter. When you build a home, these things can be taken into account easily. But
what about those of us who already live in a home that may not be using the sun optimally?

The first thing that would help is to plant deciduous trees on the west side. This will help filter harsh
afternoon sun in summer and therefore lower the use of air-conditioning, and then, in the winter, when
the leaves fall off, it will allow extra sun get to your house and keep it more comfortable naturally.

Another way to use landscaping to help with your energy bills is to plant evergreens on the north side
which will protect your home from severe winter winds. This also will keep your home more comfortable
and permit you to save on heating bills.

Trees with branches lower to the ground are better suited to the west, since shade there is required from
lower afternoon sunlight. A 6-8 foot deciduous tree planted close to your home will start to shade
windows its first year. In 5-10 years the tree will shade the roof, depending on the species and the
climate. If you have an air conditioner, shading the unit can raise its efficiency by up to 10%.

You see, there was a reason thousands of years ago our ancestors used the topology by placing their
homes with the back to a mountain or a bunch of large trees. It just made sense!
